The British Museum

museum.

Covent Garden

Full Day Excursion: Brighton

Full Day Excursion: Oxford with Official 
Guided Tour 
Spend a full day exploring the beautiful sights of Oxford on this 
full day walking tour of one of the world’s oldest universities 
and surrounding city. You’ll be guided by an Oxford University 
alumni, who will show you everything from the world-famous 
architectural jewels of the Bodleian Library, Radcliffe Camera 
and the Bridge of Sighs to the often-missed wonders hidden 
down small alleyways.

Evening Activities

Sightseeing Tour 1: Westminster
Our tour begins in leafy Green Park before arriving at the gates 
of Buckingham Palace, the King’s official residence, where 
you’ll get time for some great photos. You’ll stroll through 
the picturesque St. James’s Park on the way to Westminster 
to see Big Ben, the Houses of Parliament, and Westminster 
Abbey. From there you’ll pass Downing Street, the home of 
the Prime Minister, and the Cenotaph before reaching the 
bustling Trafalgar Square. In the afternoon you’ll get to explore 
the world-renowned National Gallery, home to masterpieces 
by Van Gogh, Da Vinci, and Turner. The tour finishes with The 
Royal Cavalry Horse Guard Inspection, where you’ll get to see 
some of the King’s guards and their horses come out for a 
march and inspection in their finest uniforms.

Sightseeing Tour 2: Tower Hill and Southwark
On your second tour you’ll start with views of the mighty Tower 
of London, where centuries of royal history and the Crown 
Jewels are housed. Walk alongside the castle walls and learn 
about the history of the Tower. You’ll then cross the iconic 
Tower Bridge before wandering the bustling food stalls of 
Borough Market. You’ll also get to see Shakespeare’s Globe 
Theatre, a faithful reconstruction of the playwright’s famous 
playhouse. We then take you across Millennium Bridge and 
finish at the magnificent St Paul’s Cathedral, one of London’s 
most awe-inspiring landmarks. This walk blends history, 
culture, and unforgettable views along the river.

Sightseeing Tour 3: Camden & Greenwich
You’ll start by heading to Camden Town to See the more 
bohemian side of London in this fashionable central London 
district. Famous for its eclectic markets, diverse music scene 
and vibrant street art. We’ll then take you down the river on 
a guided Thames River Cruise to Greenwich to explore the 
National Maritime Museum and snap a photo of the Cutty Sark, 
a beautiful 19th Century trading ship.
